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Subject levels

Level 1

The content and level of difficulty of the subject are designed for introductory students to
understand the academic system of the field/specialized area and acquire basic knowledge,
assuming that the subject is taken not only by students of the program but also by students of

other programs.

Level 2

The content and level of difficulty of the subject are designed for students of the program or a
related/adjacent program to acquire the knowledge they should acquire as a basis for advancing

their studies in the relevant field/specialized area.

Level 3

The content and level of difficulty of the subject are designed for students of the program to

acquire standard knowledge in the relevant field/specialized area.

Level 4

The content and level of difficulty of the subject are designed for students of the program to

acquire highly specialized knowledge necessary to conduct research in specific areas.
