Take the TTBJ (Tsukuba Test – Battery of Japanese)*1. 

Check your score report and confirm which courses you are eligible to take.

Fill out the “University of Tsukuba Exchange Students Application Form” and submit it 

together with the TTBJ score report to the designated coordinator at each university.

Receive the “Certificate of Acceptance for Exchange Students” and the initial unified 

authentication password for using the course system (manaba) *2 from each university.

Before the course starts, log in to manaba and ensure you can access the course news. 

On the first day of the course, access the system as instructed and attend the class.

3. Select the test you need to take. Make sure
not to choose the wrong test.

If you can hear the audio, click on “Yes”
in the “Could you hear the audio” box and
then click “Next”.

about completing the TTBJ. Use the URL to
download your results, and check your overall
Japanese score and Kanji score. If you
registered an additional email address when
you entered the test taker information, that
email address will also receive a notification of
test completion.

Level Placement  

At the University of Tsukuba, TTBJ is used as a placement test. Japanese language classes are 

divided into levels J1–J8, and Kanji classes into levels K1–K8. 

Below are the approximate standards for each level. 

J Level  
TTBJ

Description 

J1 0–30 Below N5  Little to no prior learning experience 

J2  31–47 N5 N4  Can understand basic Japanese if spoken slowly 

J3  48–58 N4 N3  
Entry-level intermediate; able to understand some daily 

conversations 

J4  59–68 N3 N2  Can generally understand daily conversations 

J5  69–74 N3 N2  Same as J4 

J6  75–82 N2 N1  
Upper-intermediate; can understand daily conversations 

spoken at a natural speed 

J7  83–89 N2 N1  Same as J6 

J8  90–100 N1 Can naturally understand a wide range of situations
