SOKENDAI Student Dispatch Program
Guide for Preparing a Financial Plan
(Related to Form 2)



1. Basic View on Preparing a Financial Plan

(1) As a general rule, please calculate application amounts based on specific cost information,
referring to estimated amounts at the time of application. If you find that there are increases in
costs due to fluctuations in prices after you have been selected for the program, the difference in
amounts since the time of application will be appropriated from the program budget within the

upper limit set for each application category.

Note that even if there are variations in the original application amounts and the amounts at the
time of settlement due to changes in plans, these will be treated in the same way as the expenses
above if the Screening Committee deems them appropriate after receiving your submission and
the reason in writing. Such changes might include, for example, a change in an originally
scheduled flight or an increase in the number of nights of accommodation due to unavoidable
circumstances that could not be foreseen at the time of application.

(2) Fill'in the application amounts for the expenses covered by the program grant such as airfares
and accommodation expenses based on the various estimated amounts for expenses (or
amounts published on websites and other places) and on Reference Information 1 in Student
Travel Expenses (Transportation Costs Between the Host Institution and Airport (One
Way)). For foreign currency-denominated estimates, please calculate application amounts after
converting them into yen based on the exchange rate at the time you prepare your financial plan
(please also submit supporting documentation regarding the exchange rate on which you base
the conversion).

* For the exchange rate, please enter yen as “1” and the exchange rate listed in the “Selling

(3) After you are selected for the program, a grant amount will be paid initially on the basis of your
rough estimate and later on the basis of the final settlement. The amount to be paid will be
converted into yen based on the exchange rate at the time of completion of settdlement and
remitted to the account of the financial institution you have specified.

(If expenses were settled using a credit card, and the actual settlement in yen can be verified,
expenses will be paid based on the relevant settlement amount in yen.)

2. Preparing an Application for Form 2

(i) Form 2-1: Itinerary (see “Entry Example 1)

Fill in the necessary items in the cells framed in red.

® Departure Date, Return Date: Enter the departure and retum dates for your parent institute
(The Inter-University Research Institute, where your program is located.), which will be the
starting and finishing points in the program period, in the following order: YYYY/MM/DD
(Example: 2020/07/20).

® Start Date, Finish Date: Enter the dates in the respective cells in the same manner:
YYYY/MM/DD (2020/07/20). The number of days/number of nights/total number of nights’
accommodation will be calculated automatically. For length of stay purposes, the start date will
be the check-in date, and the completion date will be the check-out date.

® Place of Departure, Place of Arrival, Method of Transportation, Host Institute/Purpose
of Activities: Please fill in details concerning the place of departure, place of arrival on the
itinerary, method of transportation on the travel route, host institute and details of activities.

® Accommodation: If you have accommodation arrangements, please select () on the drop-
down menu of the “Accommodation” cell and enter the name of the accommaodation facility. If
you are spending a night in transit on an airplane or train due to long-distance travel, etc.,
please select “Other (Including Flying Overnight) from the drop-down list.



(ii) Form 2-2-1: Financial Plan (see “Entry Example 2")

The amounts for items (1) to (7) will be automatically displayed in the “Yen” column after you
enter the necessary items for Forms 2-2-2 to Form 2-2-4 on the respective worksheets.

In item (8), the total amount of expenses in (1) to (7) paid by the program will be displayed
automatically.

Select [application category] from the pull-down menu. The sum of the expenses of items (1)
to (7) is automatically displayed in the (8) application expenses. If (8) the total amount of the
application determined for each application category, (9) the maximum amount of the
application determined for each category of the Program Applicability Amount will be
automatically displayed. Please note that (9) is the amount that can actually be supported.

In item (10), if you plan to combine use of the budget with the budget or funding of another
grant in addition to the grant support of this program, please enter the name of the
resource/research funding budget and the name of the allocating (granting) institution.
(Please use [+ half-width alphanumeric characters/symbols in the cells framed in red.)
The total of items (9) and (10) will automatically be calculated and displayed in the “Total (9)
+ (10)" cell.

(iii) Form 2-2-2: Calculation of Transportation Expenses (see “Entry Example 3")

O If you are a Category 1 Short-term Abroad or Category 2 Long-term Abroad applicant,
please fill in items from (1)-(1) to (2).
O Category 3 (Long-term Japan) applicants should fill in item (3) only.

(1)-1 Nearest airport from your parent institute

Enter your “Travel date” and select from the drop-down menu the relevant “Place of
departure” and “Place of arrival” applicable to you. The amount will appear automatically.
For transportation expenses between your parent institute and the airport, please see
Reference Information 1: Student Travel Expenses (Transportation Expenses
Between Institution and Airport) (One Way).

If there are no travel expenses applicable to your travel route in Reference Information 1,
select “Other” on the drop-down menu for “Place of departure” and “Place of arrival,” and

insert the cost of the fare, etc. for using public transportation in the “Amount” cell.

*Number and submit supporting documents (public transportation routes and fares of public
transportation that can be confirmed).

(1)-2 Airfares

® Enterin the “Date” cells the respective dates of your outbound and return trip, and the names

enter the necessary information for (2) transportation costs between cities, which will be
explained later.
